Regularly check the surface you are working on,
make sure you are not removing too much!
Lift it clear before switching OFF, and wait for
moving parts to stop before putting it aside.

EQUIPMENT CARE
Never push the equipment beyond its design
limits.  If it will not do what you want with reasonable
ease and speed, assume you have the wrong tool for the
job. Contact your local HSS Hire Shop for advice.
Regularly check the condition of the flails, if they
show signs of excessive wear contact your local HSS Hire
Shop for a replacement.
Keep the equipment clean - you will find this less of a
chore if you clean it regularly, rather than wait until the
end of the hire period.
When not in use, store the equipment somewhere
clean, dry and safe from thieves.

FINISHING OFF
Switch OFF and unplug the scaler. Disconnect the
dust extraction system. 
Thoroughly clean the machine, then neatly coil its
power supply cable ready for return to your local
HSS Hire Shop.

Some materials when removed by this
machine contain substances which, when

inhaled, can be harmful to health. A suitable mask
must be worn when using this equipment. Respiratory
protective equipment is available for hire, contact your
local HSS Hire Shop for details.

Wear practical, protective clothing,
gloves and footwear. Avoid loose

garments and jewellery that could catch in moving
parts, tie back long hair.
Never lift or move this equipment by its power
supply cable.
Always switch OFF and unplug the equipment
when not in use.
Ensure the work area is well lit and ventilated, if
in doubt, ask about lighting and ventilation equipment
at your local HSS Hire Shop.
Do not work near flammable gases or liquids,
petrol or paint thinner fumes for example. Keep
combustible materials at a safe distance - at least
5m.
Make sure you know how to switch this machine
OFF before you switch it ON in case you get into
difficulty.
Always disconnect the machine from its power
supply before making adjustments to it.  Check
that you have removed all spanners before restarting.
Having switched OFF, always wait for moving parts
to come to rest.

GENERAL SAFETY

It is essential to familiarise yourself with all the
controls before starting.

BASIC TECHNIQUES
Adopt a stable posture with both feet on firm level
ground, do not work in areas where you are forced  to
stand on loose debris or on a slippery uneven surface.
Always hold the scaler with both hands and switch
ON before bringing the scaler into contact with the
work.
On first contact with the surface, the scaler will try
to throw you off line. Take great care until you
become familiar with the tool.
Never apply too much pressure. Keep the scaler
moving either in a straight line or in a circular motion,
or it may score/gouge the work.

Make sure that everyone is warned of what you
are doing.
Check the condition of the equipment before use.
If it shows signs of damage or excessive wear, return it
to your local HSS Hire Shop.
Ensure the guard is correctly fitted and secure
before starting work.

ELECTRICAL SAFETY
Most HSS Hand Held Scalers plug into a standard
230V 13amp power socket.  However, 110V models
(with a round yellow plug) must be provided with a
suitable 110V 16amp generated supply, or powered
from the mains via a suitable 110V transformer.
If the equipment fails, or if its power supply cable
or plug becomes damaged, return it.  Never try to
repair it yourself.
Keep cables out of harm’s way, and clear of the
work area.
Extension leads should be fully unwound and
loosely coiled, away from the equipment. Never
run them through water, over sharp edges or where
they could trip someone.
Keep the equipment dry, using electrical
equipment in very damp or wet conditions can be
dangerous.

To reduce the risk of electric shock, always
use a suitable RCD (Residual Current-Operated

Device) available from your local HSS Hire Shop. Or
power the equipment from a mains circuit with a built
in RCD.
Ensure the Hand Held Scaler and the power
socket are switched OFF before plugging into the
power supply.

GETTING STARTED
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To safe guard the user the switch can only be
activated by either pressing the lock off button or
pushing forward the lock off switch (see diagram) then
squeezing in the trigger.
There is also the facility of a variable speed control,
lower speeds should be used when finishing off or
removing fine materials, higher speeds for rough or
heavy removal.
The scaler is supplied with a dust extraction hood,
to use this facility you will require a dust extraction
unit, available from your local HSS Hire Shop.
To use the dust extraction facility simply connect a
push fit hose from the dust extraction unit, to the
outlet of the hood.
